End of Year Report 2019 
Chair Report
This is the first-year l have chaired the Partnership and l would like to acknowledge the support of all the members in making it such a success. Every one of our members comes to our meetings ready to share, learn, debate and support each other. We are very lucky to have such passion, knowledge and skills in our sub-region.
The Partnership did some reflecting on our past achievements whilst developing the “Change Our Story - South Coast Says No to Family Violence” summary report. This $140,000 project delivered in 2017 and 2018 was a great achievement for the partnership. We also looked ahead and developed a Strategic Plan and updated our Terms of Reference.
Change for Sam Coordinator, Pam Parker, joined the Partnership this year, which resulted in opportunities for us to work collaboratively on joint prevention initiatives and training. Although Pam’s position has finished, l and others in the Partnership will still continue to be part of the Change for Sam Committee and ensure we align our prevention work. To date we have worked with the Change For Sam Committee on the Orange Round and Turn It Orange Festival.
In 2019 Bass Coast Health, South Gippsland Hospital and Gippsland Southern Health Service, along with the South Coast Primary & Community Partnership, agreed to pool their health promotion resources and create the new South Coast Prevention Team. This new arrangement has made it easier for the Partnership to connect with the HPO and ensure consistent prevention messages across our schools, early learning centres, workforces and health service settings.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Our largest combined activity for the year was the 16 Days of Activism campaign. All our members were involved in delivering community events, workplace functions, social media campaigns, art displays, panel discussions and media interviews.

Background
The South Coast Partnership to Prevent Men's Violence Against Women was formed as
delverabie of Regional Gippsiand preventing men'’s vilence against women strotegy 2012-15
(GPMVAVS), an intiative funded under the Victorian Government Community Crime
Prevention Redlucing Violence against Women and their Children grants.

Gippsland Women's Health is leading a partnership approach to preventing men’s violence
against women i the Gippsland region, with the aim to drive a consistent approach to primary
prevention activity across Gippsland.

The purpose of the South Coast Partnership to Prevent Men's Viclence Against Women is to

provide local organisations a forum to:

* come together and build partnerships related to the prevention of men's violence against

® share information, resources and experiences,

* learn from one another,

* enhance collaborative opportunities to engage community in the prevention of men's
violence against women,

* implement prevention activities a the local level,

* contribute expertise back to the Gippsland Free From Viclence Coalition and Strategic
Leadership Group on prevention actions that ‘work well in the South Gippsland & Bass
Coast community setting,

* work together to create positive change in our community.

Members may nominate a
delegated representative to act as proxy when they are unable to attend meetings and
additional members can be co-opted from fime to time.
